Quick-start Activity for my students with autism

1. Change the content of the Word document to reflect your student’s information.  I used shadow print on only a couple of pages (I spell my name and I spell my school’s name), but you could add it to every page if you need to.

2. Print out the document.  If you can, print it on cardstock.  If not, just print it and then copy it to cardstock in the print room.

3. Embellish the pages with pictures to add color.  I had cutouts of a yellow bus, a red schoolhouse, the shape of Texas, and the school’s logo.  You could import photos of the students, aides, and teacher, or you could paste photos onto the pages.

4. Laminate all pages.

5. Put pages 1 through 11 in order and bind.  I used an Acco binder.

6. Cut out the laminated answers and Velcro the backs.  Velcro the blank in the book.

7. Velcro the answers into the book or place them all in a baggie for the student to sort out.

8. At the end of the day remove the answers from the pages.  Place the book on the students’ desks for a quick start the following morning.
